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ENGL1105 Course Portfolio

ENGL1105: First-year Writing




Overview
The culminating project for the course consists of a presentation and a portfolio.

First, about the presentation:

Presentations will adhere to our own special version of a Three Minute Thesis genre. You will have three minutes and no more than three slides. You are welcome to use a script, to speak extemporaneously, or to use note cards. It's up to you. Each slide may have up to but no more than ten words and up to but not more than one image. That is, you can have fewer than ten words and no images at all, if you choose. What's not allowable, however, are word walls, clip art, swoosh effects, or templates. I want to see simple, minimalist, no frills slides. Create the slides using Google Slides, and save the presentation file to the root folder of your portfolio as "Final-Presentation."

The presentation must take as its focus one of the three major projects in the class. Spend the brief talk discussing what you did and why, what you learned and how, what ways of thinking were expanded or deepened for you, and what you would do again if you had the chance to do it differently. Do not disclose grade information. Let the talk be light, fun, informal, creative, and playful; be careful, though, about attempts at humor that you have not practiced. 

You will have an in-class working session to prepare for the presentation on Monday, November 26. Presentations will be delivered on Wednesday, November 28, in keeping with our class schedule. 

Next, about the portfolio:

The good news is that you've already created most of your course portfolio for ENGL1105! Your Google Folder should have the following contents:

P1.Project and Invention Portfolio
P2.Project and Invention Portfolio
P3.Project and Invention Portfolio

Does it? It does? Great.

The final portfolio asks you first to do some housekeeping. Go back into the folders for your projects to make sure everything is there, accounted for and neatly arranged.

Next, create a new document “Course Portfolio Introduction” and place it in your root folder (that is, at the same level as the three folders listed above).

The “Course Portfolio Introduction” should discuss the following:

1. What, specifically, have you learned this semester? About writing? About reading? About being successful in college? About who you are or who you wish to become as a reader, writer, thinker?

2. What have been some setbacks along the way? These don’t have to be failures, necessarily, but they are opportunities to account for not quite everything going exactly as planned. If you could do something differently, what would it be? If you could do something over, what would it be?

3. How do you think you have done in ENG1105?

4. Finally, and this part might be a little bit tricky, discuss each of the five course outcomes by explaining what it means and then by telling about an artifact (assignment, file) in your portfolio that represents the outcome. Create a link to the document (you must have five links). Add boldface to the name of the outcome.
5. If you wish, you can express any further concerns, questions, or requests for particular kinds of feedback.

Your portfolio is due no later than 4 p.m. on Wednesday, December 5, 2018.
